ARTICLE  I  -  NAME OF THE  ORGANIZATION 
The name of this organization shall be the WRIGHT, DARNELT AND RECTOR USERS GROUP (WDR USERS GROUP)

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE AND FRAMEWORK OF THE ORGANIZATION 

SECTION A – Association

1. WDR USERS GROUP is an association whose purpose is to facilitate the exchange and dissemination of information between and among Wright, Darnell, and Rector and the individual public housing authorities that utilize the computer system. The Users Group will assist in the development and design of programs; standardization of computer programs and documentation; and problem resolution. The Users Group will encourage the utilization of the computer system; and cost sharing for program development implementation, and training costs incurred by the public housing authority. Also, the group will work to develop programs in response to changes in regulations by the Department of Housing and Urban Development.

2.The fiscal year of the association is January 1 to December 31.

3.The expected life of the association is perpetual.

4.The association shall be domiciled in the State of Georgia.

SECTION B - Among the means to this end shall be:

1. The holding of meetings for the discussion of programming and operational techniques.

2. The establishment of standards for communication of programming information.

3. Providing for distribution of completed programs.

4. The formulation of recommended specifications for computer programs and general use.

5. Providing a forum whereby all users of the same system can make known their various applications and machine modifications.

6. Provide feedback to Wright, Darnell and Rector on any needs which are brought to the attention of the WDR USERS GROUP.

SECTION C - WDR USERS GROUP shall encompass the entire United States of America.

SECTION D - Limitations

1. WDR USERS GROUP shall have no power or authority over its members, except as enumerated in these By-Laws.

2. WDR USERS GROUP shall not be responsible for the actions of any of its members or delegates to its sessions.

3. None of the members or delegates to its sessions shall be responsible for the actions to WDR USERS GROUP.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

SECTION A - Installation Membership

1. Qualifications - A public housing authority which now has, or has on definite order, computer software manufactured by Wright, Darnell and Rector may qualify for this class of membership.

2. Procedure for Joining - Prospective members shall submit a written request for membership to the Membership Chairman, stating the type of their machine and designating an individual immediately concerned with the use of the computer to act as their installation representative.

3. Responsibilities - Each installation shall maintain active membership in WDR USERS GROUP as evidenced by the continuing representation by an individual of the organization, and the demonstration of a spirit of cooperation and interest in the advancement in the use of computers.

4. Installation Representative - An Installation Representative is a person who is in a responsible position in a member installation. He will be responsible for all communications between his installation and WDR USERS GROUP. The representative shall have a single vote which may be exercised by the representative or his alternate during WDR USERS GROUP general business meetings. The Membership Chairman shall be notified immediately of any change of an Installation Representative.

SECTION B - Termination of Membership

1. Suspension of membership shall be voted by the Executive Board. A suspended member must be notified immediately of the cause of suspension and given thirty (30) days to reply. Within the following thirty (30) days, after receipt of reply, the

Executive Board shall be polled on the alternative of termination or reinstatement of the suspended membership. Each member shall be required to register once a year and be current in all financial obligations to WDR USERS GROUP in order to maintain membership. If two mailings are returned undelivered, the member will be removed from the rolls for lack of proper address.

2. A member may be suspended for:


a.Failure to meet qualifications.


b.Being financially in arrears to WDR USERS GROUP.


c.Violation of these By-Laws or the standing rules.

3. An installation member may resign by written notice tb the Membership Chairman from the signer of the original application or his/her successor. An individual member may resign by written notice to the Membership Chairman.

SECTION C - Dues and Fees

There shall be dues for this organization. The Executive Board shall be empowered to set appropriate dues for each category of membership. The Executive Board shall also be empowered to set registration fees applicable to all members for attendance at meetings, and other set fees that may be deemed appropriate by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE IV - EXECUTIVE BOARD

SECTION A - The Government of the WDR USERS GROUP shall be vested in the Executive Board.

SECTION B - Membership

1. The Executive Board shall consist of four (4) officers elected by designated representatives of the installation members of the WDR USERS GROUP. Their titles and terms of office shall be as follows:

2. The Executive Board shall also consist of the chairmen of all standing committees and the WDR USERS GROUP President for the immediately preceding term.

SECTION C - Duties

1. Executive Board - The Executive Board shall determine policy and interpret existing decisions of WDR USERS GROUP. The

Executive Board will have the power to define or dissolve any committee. The Board has the power to collect and disburse funds. In addition, the Executive Board reserves all rights not otherwise restricted by these By-Laws.

2. President - The duties of the President shall be:

a. To preside at all meetings of the Executive Board, and all organization-wide meetings.

b. To make provision for the discharge, pro tempore, of the necessary duties of absent members of the Executive Board.

c. To see that By-Laws of the organization are enforced.

d. To carry out assignments and instructions given to him by vote of the general membership.

e. To perform such other duties as customarily pertain to the office of President.

3. Vice President - The duties of the Vice President are as follows:

a. He will serve on behalf of the President on all official occasions in which the President in unable to participate.

b. He will assume the duties of President should the President resign or otherwise be unable to perform the presidential duties.

c. He shall serve as the chairman of nominations and the elections for office during annual elections. He shall be responsible for placing proper notices in WDR USERS GROUP publications, and counting of votes, and formal announcement of the new Executive Board officers in a WDR USERS GROUP publication.

4. Secretary - The duties of the secretary shall be:

a. He has the primary responsibility for being familiar with all the WDR USERS GROUP By-Laws, decisions, and policies and seeing to it that the business of the WDR USERS GROUP is transacted in accordance with these By-Laws.

b. He shall issue notices and agenda of Executive Board meetings as directed by the President and Executive Board.

c. He shall be responsible for keeping records of all WER USERS GROUP meetings and distributing these records to the members of the Executive Board and to the membership at large, when appropriate.

follows:

a. He shall be responsible for the establishment and maintenance of accounting procedures to track the collection and disbursements of all funds as he may be directed by the Executive Board.

b. He will assure that all activities regarding the finances of the group are accomplished within the guidelines provided within these By-Laws, specifically ARTICLE VII on Finances.

SECTION D - Eligibility

Any member shall be eligible for election to the Executive Board and for holding such office provided he is in good standing and has given assurance that if elected he will diligently carry out the duties of his office.

SECTION E - Nominating and Voting

1. Nominating and Voting Eligibility - All members, individual, organization, and installation members, are eligible to make nominations for election to the WDR USERS GROUP Executive Board. Only official representatives of installation and organization members are eligible to vote, in accordance with ARTICLE VI, Section B, below.

2. Nominating Procedure -

a. At a WDR USERS GROUP general business meeting, the Chair of the Nominating Committee will present to the members the slate of the elections committee and will allow for additional nominations from the floor.

b. All nominations from the floor must be made by a motion and second from different installation members (PHAs)

3. Election Procedure -

a. The votes will be counted by a show of hands of all members eligible to vote and present at the general business meeting.

b. The newly elected officers will take office at the adjournment of the WDR USERS GROUP general business meeting.

SECTION F - Vacancies in Offices

Vacancies in offices, with the exception of the President, which occur between regular elections shall be filled by vote of the Executive Board. The officers as listed in ARTICLE IV, SECTION B, PARAGRAPH 1, shall be elected annually.

The official term of all elected officers shall begin on the last day of the annual meeting and said term shall extend through the completion of the first day of the following annual meeting.

SECTION G – Term of Office

The officers as listed in ARTICLE IV, SECTION B, PARAGRAPH 1, shall be elected annually.

The official term of all elected officers shall begin on the last day of the annual meeting and said term shall extend through the completion of the first day of the following annual meeting.

SECTION H - Resignations of Executive Board Members

1. A member of the Executive Board may resign by written notification to the Secretary.

2. A member of the Executive Board may be required to resign by majority vote of the Executive Board if he is no longer qualified as a WDR USERS GROUP member or is not performing assigned duties.

SECTION I - Appointment of Proxy

Any member of the Executive Board, except the President, who is unable to attend an Executive Board meeting may appoint a proxy. If the President is unable to attend an Executive Board meeting, his place at the meeting will be assumed by the Vice President, or past President in that order.

SECTION J - Quorum

A quorum of the Executive Board is defined as the presence of three (3) of the elected officers and one third (1/3) of the entire Executive Board.

ARTICLE V - COMMITTEES

SECTION A - Committees

1. Committees shall be established by Executive Board at its discretion to assist in the operation of the WDR USERS GROUP.

2. Standing Committees are initiated by the Executive Board for the purpose of developing or carrying out WDR USERS GROUP policies on a continuing basis. They will be placed into existence by a majority vote of the members present at a general business meeting, and will be provided guidelines by the Executive Board.

3. Select Committees are created by the President or at the demand of the Executive Board and have a limited charter and fixed life span of usually less than one (1) year.

SECTION B - General Duties of Committees

1. Consider, recommend, and arrange ways in which the organization can be more valuable to all its members.

2. Consider and disseminate to all members valuable information derived from committee discussion and study.

3. Actively seek out areas where it appears that further study would be helpful to the membership.

4. Report activities of committee at all Executive Board and General Business meetings.

ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS

SECTION A - Type and Frequency of Meetings

1. There are two types of meetings of the Users Group:

general business meetings and Executive Board meetings.

2. There shall be at least one general business meeting each year. The purpose of these meetings will be to carry out the specific objectives of WDR USERS GROUP as described in these By​Laws. This meeting will be held annually the second week in August.

3. There shall be at least two meetings of the Executive Board each year to carry out executive committee business, one of which may coincide with the annual meeting and one which may be conducted by telephone/fax.

SECTION B - Voting

Voting in matters taken up before the general business meeting shall be limited to Executive Board and installation representatives.

SECTION C - Rules of Order

The procedure at all meetings of WDR USERS GROUP shall be governed by Robert’s Rules of Order, the rules of these By-Laws, and such other special rules as may be designed and set forth by this association.

SECTION D - Motions to the Executive Board

Any member may make a motion to the Executive Board. This motion must be in writing and accompanied, in writing, by at least one (1) seconds to the motion by another member.

SECTION E - Special Meeting

1. A meeting of the Executive Board may be called at the discretion of the President.

2. A special General Business meeting can be called by the Executive Board or a quorum of the entire WDR USERS GROUP.

SECTION F - Quorum of WDR USERS GROUP

A quorum of WDR USERS GROUP is defined as the presence of at least ten (10) or one-third of all installation members, whichever is less.

SECTION G - Proxies

Organization and installation representatives may, by written proxy, authorize any person to vote in a rePresentative’s behalf. Said proxies may be used in determining if a quorum is present. Proxies must be presented to the Secretary before the powers granted by the proxy may be executed.

ARTICLE VII - FINANCES

SECTION A - Control of WDR USERS GROUP Funds

Control of WDR USERS GROUP funds shall be accomplished by the Treasurer who has the authority to maintain a banking account in the name of WDR USERS GROUP, and is authorized to sign checks and/or drafts on this account. The Executive Board shall be empowered to authorize other signatures on the account. The Treasurer may be bonded at the discretion of the Executive Board. It is understood that the Treasurer will be responsible for maintaining this account and in his absence from office, the President shall assume full responsibility.

SECTION B - Examiner or Audit Committee

An examiner or review committee appointed by the President, with the approval of the Executive Board, will examine the records of the Treasurer at the end of each fiscal year.

SECTION C - Member Responsibilities

Each member will be expected to be responsible for all travel and living expenses incurred in attending meetings of the membership or of the Executive Board.

SECTION D - Meeting Expenses

The Executive Board shall arrange for the financing of general mailing and reproduction expenses, meeting site costs and other general costs that are deemed necessary. These costs will be paid for out of dues or registration fees.

The By-Laws may be amended by two-thirds majority vote of all members eligible to vote and present at a WDR USERS GROUP General Business meeting. Amendments must be presented in writing and must be published in a WDR USERS GROUP publication at least three (3) months prior to being eligible for consideration for vote. Changes to the amendment from the floor will be recognized only if in opinion of the President that such changes to the amendment do not constitute a revision in the scope or intent of the originally proposed amendment. Such changes in scope must be handled as separate amendments requiring prenotification to all members through a WDR USERS GROUP publication.
